	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


Williamson County Elections division has asked to use City Hall for their 2006 elections. They are also asking if they can use City Hall for all future County elections.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background – In the past, we have had elections jointly with TISD. We have not worked with the County in the past. They have always held their elections at a County building.

Issues and Analysis – The County normally hold more elections than the City. There will be additional cost to the City for electricity and A/C due to the lobby being occupied in the evenings and weekends. This should not be an excessive amount of funds.
	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET



This would have a minimal impact on the budget.

The lobby would be open and in use during times when City Hall is closed. This should not present a problem.
