Substandard and Dilapidated Structures Abatement Process (214 Process)

The purpose of this memorandum is to provide you and the City Council with a copy of the procedures developed to abate dilapidated structure for which no owners, or responsible parties, can be found.

A copy of the procedures developed with the help of our City Attorneys is attached. It provides a step-by-step process for the staff to go through in order to abate these dilapidated properties and also process them back onto the market through the housing infill program. This process is largely described in Chapter 214 of the Texas Local Government Code.

Please feel free to contact me should you have any questions about the process or the program. Should you feel that the staff should explain the process to you at a future council meeting, we will be happy to just that.

Staff will begin implementing the “214 Process” early next year.

The Council approved ordinance 2005-7 in May of 2005 adopting the provisions of Chapter 214. Since that time, staff developed the detailed procedures and identified several properties to start the process with; test cases so to speak.
