Agenda Title: Consider Award of Bid on Sale of Murphy Park acreage 

	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this agenda item is to consider the award of a bid on the sale of up to 3.0 acres in Murphy Park at the corner of State Hwy 95 and W. Lake Drive.  The bid opening is scheduled for 2:00 p.m. on December 8th  so a compilation of the bids is not available at this time.  A comparison of the bids plus a staff recommendation will be e-mailed to the City Council upon its completion. 

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


Background -A city-wide election in 1983 authorized the City Council to sell those portions of city parkland that had the potential for successful commercial development or other higher and better use. Based on interest shown by recently by prospective commercial developers and the need for development of additional retail sales in Taylor, the City Council authorized staff to develop bid specifications for sale of up to 3.0 acres in Murphy Park. A copy of the bid packet is provided as additional reference materials for this agenda item.   

Issues and Analysis

Sale of this particular property which is already zoned B-1 (Business) will allow for construction of one or more retail sales outlets at the site. Current use of a part of this  property (Sportsman Field) is by the Pop Warner Football league for their annual program.  Agreement has been reached with the School District to construct a temporary replacement field on school property until a permanent location is established at the new East Williamson County Sports Field Development. Part of the sales price includes an amount of $75,000 for construction of the new field ($60,000) and purchase of equipment and supplies for the Pop Warner League ($15,000). 

Once a successful bidder has been identified by Council action, staff will have negotiate a sales contract that meets all the requirements set forth in the bid documents. The City Council must approve the terms of the sales contract before the sale is final.  

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


Proceeds from sale of the land will be placed in a separate park development account to be used solely in development of parkland and specifically for athletic fields and facilities.

	4. RECOMMENDATION


After the bid opening, an analysis will be made of the bids and a staff recommendation forwarded to the City Council before the meeting on the 9th of December.  
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
