A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE FILING OF AN APPLICATION FOR FLOOD PLANNING ASSISTANCE AND EXECUTION OF AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS AND THE TEXAS WATER DEVELOPMENT BOARD. 

WHEREAS, the City of Taylor, Texas, desires to develop a Flood Protection Planning Study for the Mustang Creek watershed within the City limits; and

WHEREAS, the City of Taylor has funded activities within the past year to prevent flood damages in the City such as phase 1 of the Storm Drainage Master Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City of Taylor ensures that the proposed planning does not duplicate existing projects with the exception of updating existing flood protection plans; and

WHEREAS, the City of Taylor will appropriate matching funds and in-kind services, if the grant is awarded, to assist with the financing of the Flood Protection Planning Study when the contract is executed; and

WHEREAS, the City of Taylor will attempt to pursue implementation of viable solutions identified through the proposed planning effort and will pursue and identify potential sources of funding for implementation of viable solutions; and

WHEREAS, the City of Taylor is currently a participant in the National Flood Insurance Program;


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Taylor, Texas authorizes the filing of an application for flood planning assistance and execution of an agreement with the Texas Water Development Board for the purpose of receiving assistance.
