3. Proclamation: Insure a Kid Week, February 7-14, 2004. (Mayor)

4. Wilbert Vorwerk’s request to have property removed from the City of Taylor extraterritorial jurisdiction. (Frank) Mr. Vorwerk has property along County Road 3349 that was voluntarily placed in the City of Taylor ETJ in 1985. He is now requesting that his property be removed from Taylor’s ETJ. 

5. IESI Quarterly/Annual Report. (Price Williams)

6. Consider hiring Buxton Company for retail development. (Bob) The Taylor Main Street Board approved $3,500 to assist with hiring Buxton. The TEDC Board has not taking up this subject at a called meeting. They are willing to call a special meeting, but first wanted to see the direction the City Council took. 

7. Consider FY 2004 HUD Entitlement Funding and Match through Williamson County program. (Casey) We received the application via e-mail last Thursday evening. I delivered the application to Casey last Friday. The application asks for the amount of match the city will put up with the grant. This takes Council approval. The deadline for submittal of the application is February 17th. This is a very short fuse. Staff will work on filling the application out before Thursdays meeting. You might want to consider applying for $400-$500,000 with a $100,000 match. We would like to make the Dickey Street drainage project priority. 

8. Consider Komatsu contract for park restrooms design. (Casey) Komatsu has agreed to provide architectural services on the design of park restrooms for $25,000. This is 7.5% of the proposed cost.

9. Resolution No. R04-3 - Calling an election to be held in the city of Taylor, Texas on May 15, 2004 for the purpose of electing two council members: one from District 1 and one from District 4. (Frank)

10. Airport Board Appointment. (Bob) Tim Stence asked not be reappointed. Charlene Daniels and Carroll Morrison have submitted application for consideration.

CITY MANAGER REPORT – February 9, 2004

BRA CONTRACT – Staff will be meeting with the BRA staff to discuss any final changes to the contract along with a time line for transition, if Council and BRA Board approve the contract.

CANVASSING ELECTION – We would like to post a special meeting next Monday to canvass the election results. During the last legislative session, the law governing canvassing of elections was changed. The canvassing must occur between eight (8) and eleven (11) days after the election. Please advise if you would like a Monday morning or Monday evening meeting.

CENTRAL TEXAS AIRPORT – A meeting was posted for the City Council to attend the public meeting tomorrow night at Taylor Middle School at 6:30 p.m.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – The next meeting is scheduled for tonight, February 9th at Northside Elementary.

EXTRATERRITORIAL JURISDICTION – I had a meeting with Mel Yantis, City Manager of Hutto, on Friday to discuss ETJ issues. He asked that we consider entering into an agreement between the two cities with regards to our extraterritorial jurisdictions. I think they would like to use County Road 101, north of Frame Switch, and FM 3349, south of Frame Switch, as an agreed upon separation. If agreed, this would be the line where future annexations by Hutto or Taylor would meet. 

FIRE STATION – Ted is drafting earnest money contracts for the possible site of the new station.

HOWARD, NORTH DRIVE & SLOAN STREET – The plans are complete on Howard and Casey is reviewing the construction contract before bidding. Martinez, Wright & Mendez lost their project engineer that was drafting the North Drive plans. They advised they have staff working on the plans. We hope to have North Drive plans complete shortly and ready to bid. Roaming–Parker continues to work on the Sloan Street plans.

LIBRARY – A survey is complete and Ted is drafting an agreement between the City and TISD for the exchange of land for the new library and the City taking maintenance of the swimming pool. Vickie and I are discussing March 9th as the next date for a joint meeting of Council and TISD Board.

OLD THORNDALE ROAD & EAST 3RD STREET BRIDGES – Water and wastewater utility relocations are substantially complete. The bridge construction crews are working on the new bridges. 

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – The designers submitted final plans to City staff last Friday. Plans will be reviewed and, if approved, will be submitted to TxDOT.

PARK RESTROOMS – This item is on the agenda.

PARKS PLAN – The Parks Master Plan committee will meet this month with the consultant.

TAX ABATEMENT POLICY – Bob and I met on the policies and hope to have a draft tax abatement policy to Council within the month for consideration. 

TRUCK ROUTE – Since our meeting with TxDOT to discuss Chief Straub’s concerns, we have not heard from TxDOT.
