 Authorization of Komatsu contract for Park Restroom Design.




	DESCRIPTION/JUSTIFICATION:


Komatsu Architecture has visited the Murphy Park Pavilion and Robinson Park restroom sites and has submitted a proposal for the design of each restroom building.  At Murphy Park, we plan on replacing the existing restroom with a structure of similar size adjacent to the Pavilion.  We will plan the building to accommodate Pavilion renters as well as the general public using the park facilities.  In Robinson Park, we plan on replacing the existing structure with a new building to accommodate the ballfield users and the general public.  Each site will include handicapped access to the restrooms (as well as inside the new buildings) per State regulations.  At Robinson Park, we plan on constructing new parking spaces for the restroom.

Staff will assist with floodplain issues at Robinson to protect the new building and mitigate any effects of construction in the floodplain.  Staff will oversee all construction activity with only minimal assistance from Komatsu as needed in order to keep costs down.

FINANCIAL/BUDGET:

The cost of the Komatsu contract is $25,000.  Council has budgeted $355,000 for this project from the 1998 GO Bonds ($155,000) and the 2003 CO Bonds ($200,000).  The Komatsu contract is about 7.5% of the remaining $330,000 for actual construction.


	Recommendation: 

Authorize the staff to enter into a contract for restroom design in Murphy and Robinson Parks with Komatsu Architecture in the amount of $25,000.
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
