CITY COUNCIL MEETING

JANUARY 25, 2005, 6:00 P.M.

CITY MANAGER REPORT – January 21, 2005:

CEDARWOOD DEVELOPMENT – They are working on the site plan and Hwy. 95-driveway access for the CVS Pharmacy. They completed the soil sampling.

CITY HALL ANNEX – We are almost complete with the improvements to the City Hall Annex. We are still planning to relocate Municipal Court and Utility Billing sometime in February. We plan for the drive-up window to be for utility paying customers only. Court patrons would have to go inside to handle Municipal Court issues. 

GARDENS OF TAYLOR – I decided I needed to visit with each of you to discuss Mr. Youngs proposal. Once I have completed our individual discussions, I plan to place this item on the agenda for Council consideration. Mr. Youngs is proposing a $3.5 million gated, landscaped community of 36 units. The 36 units will consist of 34-2 bedroom apartments and 2-1 bedroom apartments. The apartment s will be for senior citizens only. There would be duplex and triplex units with a community meeting room. 

HIGHWAY 95 & FM 397 – Highway improvements for HEB and Wal-Mart are moving forward rapidly.

HOWARD STREET – The third lift of base material is being installed today from 2nd to 8th Street. The curb and gutter is being installed to the south side of 7th Street. Excavating of the sub-grade is occurring between 8th and Cecelia. All utilities have been installed between 2nd and Cecelia. The contractor is approximately 60-days behind schedule.

HUTTO WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENT – You probably read in the paper that Mel Yantis resigned as the City Manager of Hutto. We will be calling to set up a meeting to complete the negotiations on the wholesale water contract amendment.

INFLOW/INFILTRATION – The Utility crews completed the repairs to the wastewater lines along Main and 1st Streets.

LIBRARY – Karen reviewed the plans and had concerns about the new Library roof. Part of the proposed roof is flat. Karen asked Komatsu to provide names of past client where a flat roof was constructed. She called the clients to ascertain if they have had problems with the flat roof. They all gave good reports on Komatsu and the roof structures on their buildings. Komatsu is moving forward with their proposed design. 

MURPHY PARK BATH HOUSE – The building has been removed by the Public Works Department.

NORTH DRIVE – The contractor began removal of the bridge on North Drive. We have not received a response from the contractor on David’s certified letter, which was mailed approximately five days ago. The letter requested a schedule of work to be performed.

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – TxDOT is still reviewing and commenting on the plans.

ORTHOSCOPIC SURGERY – I will be having orthoscopic surgery next Thursday, January 27th, at Scott & White in Temple. I will probably not be in on Friday, according to the doctor.

RIO GRANDE WASTEWATER – I enclosed an update on this project from David Simons in the reports folder for your information.

SCC DEVELOPMENT OF TEXAS – Staff has reviewed and commented on the site plan for the Walgreens store at Main and East Lake Drive. They are also working with TxDOT on their driveway entrance.

TAYLORCNET – TaylorCNET received notification this week that they received a Collaborative Community Network Enhancement Grant. At this time, we do not know the exact amount of funds awarded. We do know that we received funds for purchasing equipment to video stream City Council meeting over the Internet. We also want to be able to video stream over Channel 10, the Government Access Channel, with Time Warner.
