	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this agenda item is to present for City Council consideration a proposal by Carter-Burgess to provide professional planning services for the City of Taylor in conjunction with the Indoor Recreation Priorities Section of the recently approved Parks, Recreation and Open Space Master Plan.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

The City Council approved the Parks, Parks Recreation and Open Space Master Plan on January 25th, 2005.  An element of this Master Plan was a section on Indoor Recreation Priorities. The City staff has been working with the County and YMCA to develop a park project at the currently named East Williamson County Park site that would include a 20,000 sq foot Indoor Recreation Facility.   

b) Issues and Analysis

Since the City of Taylor does not currently have any indoor recreation activities, the recently adopted Parks Master Plan did not include a section of indoor recreation needs. If the Council would like staff to apply for an indoor recreation grant from Texas Parks and Wildlife in July, in the amount of $750,000.00, for the possible construction of an indoor recreation complex, we will need to conduct a needs assessment and include it in an amended section of the recently adopted Parks Master Plan. Casey Sledge negotiated a contract with Carter-Burgess to conduct the needs assessment and write and amendment to the Plan. Parks & Wildlife advised they would need the amendment by the end of May for review. 

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


An amount of $9,850 has been provisionally added to appropriations in the first budget amendment, to fund this project if approved by the City Council. 

	4. TIMELINE CONSIDERATIONS


The following schedule had been proposed by Carter –Burgess to finalize the study and submit an application for an Indoor Facilities Grant to the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department by May 15th, 2005.
