The purpose of this memorandum is to inform you and the City Council that the staff is working on convening a “Comprehensive Plan Implementation Committee.”

In the months to come, the City Council will be asked to appoint several local citizens to the Committee.

The purpose of the Committee is to review the status of the implementation of the recently completed comprehensive plan. In addition, the Committee may also be asked to make recommendations on possible changes needed in the Plan.

Since the Comprehensive Plan encompasses many facets of the community, other entities will also be asked to appoint representatives to the Committee.

These entities include:

The goal is to appoint about nine to 15 members. The Committee will meet twice per year.
