The purpose of this short memorandum is to inform you and the City Council of the latest developments relating to the development of the new comprehensive plan.

The committees have developed a vision statement and are working on the various components of the comprehensive plan.

To date, the committee has reviewed the following components:

1. Vision Statement

2. Economic Development Historical Development Report

3. Economic Development Economic base Study

4. Existing land use map

5. Population and Socio Economic Conditions chapter (demographics)

6. Housing Chapter

The next steps will be to review and develop goals and objectives and implementation plans for:

1. Economic Development

2. Future land use

3. Housing

4. Downtown

5. Thoroughfare

6. Health and Human Services

At this time, the joint meetings between the Comprehensive Plan Advisory Committee and the Economic Development Steering Committee have ended following the March 8, 2004 meeting. This meeting was intended to wrap up the comprehensive plan’s vision statement.

The next meeting of the Comprehensive Plan Advisory Committee will be on April 12, 2006. The location has not yet been decided but will start at 6 p.m.

Other future dates include May 1 “Roll Out” event for the economic development plan. The location for this event has not yet been decided upon.

The Economic Development Steering Committee continues to work on the marketing plan as well as the “on-line” survey.
