	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE



On March 1, the Williamson County Commissioners Court will be discussing how spend approximately $1.6 million of remaining bond funds for park improvements. The purpose of this Resolution is to request from the Commissioner’s Court, $750,000 for the construction of an indoor recreational facility in Taylor.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background


For months, I have been discussing with the YMCA the possibility of constructing an indoor recreational facility in Taylor. We have been working on ways to fund the project. Commissioner Limmer suggested we ask Commissioner Birkman for funds. She advised she would bring it up at a Commissioners Court meeting and let the Court decide how the funds will be expended. 

b) Issues and Analysis


If we want to construct $3.0M facility in Taylor, we can definitely use a $750,000 grant from the County. This resolution formally asks the County Commissioners for assistance. Since the building will be constructed in the East Williamson County Park, the Commissioners should be amendable to consideration of this request.

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


    
The Commissioners will probably want assurances that the funds will be spent within a reasonable time period on an indoor recreational facility. If it is not built, the funds will probably be redirected on another project outside of the City. There are no City funds needed at this time.

	4. TIMELINE CONSIDERATIONS



The Commissioners Court will be meeting on March 1st to discuss the funding. Council will not have a regularly scheduled meeting until March 10th.
