
ORDINANCE NO. 2005-3
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 2003-42; PROVIDING FOR THE SUBMITTAL OF VARIANCE REQUESTS IN THE DOWNTOWN DESIGN DISTRICT TO THE MAIN STREET DESIGN COMMITTEE OR MAIN STREET ADVISORY BOARD; AND PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.

WHEREAS, the City of Taylor adopted Ordinance N0. 2003-42 to establish clear and unambiguous regulations pertaining to signs in the City of Taylor and the City's Municipal Extraterritorial Jurisdiction, as allowed by Texas Local Government Code, Section. 216.902, to promote thereby an attractive community, foster traffic safety, and enhance the effective communication and exchange of ideas and commercial information and 

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City of Taylor to allow variance requests for signs in the Downtown Design District to be considered by the Main Street Design Committee or the Main Street Advisory Board.  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS THAT:

SECTION 1.0 
 All of the facts recited in the preamble to this Ordinance are hereby found by the City Council to be true and correct and are incorporated by reference herein and expressly made a part hereof, as if copied herein verbatim. 

SECTION 2.0 
Ordinance 2003-42, Section 5 VARIANCES shall be amended to read as follows: 

The Zoning Board of Adjustment shall have jurisdiction to hear requests for a variance from the terms of this ordinance. The Board shall be authorized to grant a variance from the terms hereof if, and only if, they find:

1. that the strict enforcement of this section would create a substantial hardship to the applicant, by virtue of unique special conditions not generally found within the City, and 

2. that the granting of the variance would preserve the spirit and intent of the Ordinance, and would serve the general interests of the public and the applicant.

Sign variances requested for proposed signs in the Downtown Sign District shall may also be submitted either to the Main Street Design Committee or the Main Street Advisory Board for review and recommendation to the Zoning Board of Adjustment” 

SECTION 3.0 
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE

That if any provision of this ordinance or its application to any person or circumstances is held invalid for any reason, the invalidity does not affect any other provisions or applications of this ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this extent the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be severable.

SECTION 4.0 
INTRODUCTION

In accordance with Article 8 of the City Charter, this ordinance was introduced before the City Council on the 10th day of February, 2005.
