Hotel/Motel 4th Quarter Report

February 22, 2005

Summary

Hotel/Motel Income for 2004 was down only by just under $4000 this year indicating an upward trend in overnight stays that should continue.

As usual we had expenses for Lights of the Blackland. The current report accounts for expenses however the income normally received by Alcoa is not shown. This contribution is pending. The chamber hired a company for set up of the lights this year. These expenses were divided evenly between chamber general funds and hotel/motel funds. 

We participated in the Texas Travel File Folder brochure program this year. This expense provides us with information to track interested travelers and allows us to mail all of our travel brochures and information. We also advertised in a Christmas brochure produced by the Brazos Trail office.

You may notice that a large portion of the grants to civic organizations is not accounted for. Most of these grants have been paid out since the end of the chamber’s fiscal year and should be reflected on the 1st quarter report for 2005. 

Main Street contributed some of their funds to sponsorships for the KASE 101 promotion. The remainder of this expense is shown in under Other Promotions. 

The chamber purchased a new desktop computer. This expense put us $39.00 over budget in furniture and equipment.
