	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The Taylor Housing is requesting that the City replace the master water meter that serves the Sunset Apartments complex with standard 5/8” X ¾” meters for each unit. 

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background


At its June 22, 2004 Council meeting the Taylor Housing Authority requested both the Mary Olson and Sunset Apartments be converted from a single master water meter to individual meters for each unit. The City Council approved the request for installing the individual meters at the Mary Olson Apartments but requested that a petition for more meters be made at a later date.
b) Issues and Analysis

The conversion is designed to promote water conservation on the part the residents. According to the Taylor Housing Authority the impact on individual residents will be negligible as they are provided a utility allowance; if the resident is conservative with their usage, the resident will benefit from the savings. The style of meter currently in place is not accurate below two gallons per minute. The 5/8” meter is accurate at a minimum flow of  ¼ gallon per minute. The Housing Authority requests that the City provide a maximum of 67 meters. The Authority will provide parts and installation. The meter conversion has been completed for the Mary Olson Apartment complex. The water accountability has increased as anticipated due to improved meter accuracy. 

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


The cost to the City of the additional 67 meters would be  $12,529.00. 

	4. TIMELINE CONSIDERATIONS


After the water meters are ordered it will take approximately 3 weeks to receive the order from the manufacturer.

	5. RECOMMENDATION


Mr. Steve Shorts from the Taylor Housing Authority will be present to make the formal request.
