Authorize a Professional Services Contract for Evaluation of the Sanitary Sewer System


	RECOMMENDATION: 

· Authorize a contract for a Sanitary Sewer System Evaluation Study in Basins 4, 5, and 7 with RJN Group, Inc. in the amount of $122,518 and authorize an additional $18,000 to cover potential change orders for a total of $140,518.

DESCRIPTION/JUSTIFICATION:
Three areas of Taylor are identified in the current Water and Wastewater Master Plan as having the most severe rain dependent inflow into the sanitary sewer system.  The areas were designated as Basins 4, 5, and 7 and include much of the oldest sections of Taylor in the center of the city.  One of the priority recommendations in the Master Plan was to identify and repair the defects in the sewer system within those basins to reduce the likelihood of sewer overflows and also reduce the wet weather flows at the wastewater treatment plant.

RJN Group, Inc. has submitted a proposal to conduct an evaluation of the sanitary sewer system in Basins 4, 5, and 7.  The scope of work includes:

· smoke testing to determine where defects and connections exist that allow storm water to enter the network, 

· inspection of all manholes, 

· reporting the findings, and 

· recommendations and cost estimates for repairing the system. 

A copy of the proposed agreement and scope of work are attached.

FINANCIAL/BUDGET:

RJN Group proposes to conduct the evaluation of Basins 4, 5, and 7 for $122,518.  The 2003 C.O. Bonds include $150,000 for this evaluation.  Funds for conducting the repairs of the system are not yet budgeted, but are anticipated in a future C.O. bond issue.  Staff recommends authorizing a contract with RJN Group in the amount of $122,518 and also giving staff the latitude to add up to an additional $18,000 (approx. 15%) in change orders if items are discovered that can be repaired quickly and economically or additional testing services are required during the evaluation for a total of $140,518.
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
