Proposed Address Numbering Ordinance

The purpose of this memorandum is to inform you and the City Council that staff is working on an ordinance to require address numbering on all new and existing buildings within the City.

The reason for undertaking this task is to ensure that for emergency purposes as well as for code enforcement purposes, buildings are properly identified.

From the code enforcement perspective, finding owners via the miss-numbering or lack of numbering on buildings in the community is time consuming. It is also frustrating for residents who inadvertently receive code enforcement letters that should have been sent to their neighbor.

Our plan is to introduce the ordinance in June. In essence, the ordinance will formally designate the Community Development Department as the entity to assign addresses (which it does now), as well as require that all new residential and non-residential buildings place the address number on the building prior to the issuance of the certificate of occupancy. For existing residential and non-residential buildings that do not have an address number displayed, the ordinance proposes to allow 90 days for those owners to place address numbers on their buildings.
