The purpose of this short memorandum is to inform you and the City Council of the latest developments relating to the development of the new comprehensive plan.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PLAN

To date, the Historical Development Report, the Baseline Analysis Report, and the preliminary Economic Development Plan Recommendations have been completed.

The plan’s roll out event was postponed from May 1 to a date in June. When the date is set, we will pass that on to you.

CORE PLAN - COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

An important item to highlight here is that planning has begun on a joint meeting in September of the Council, Planning and Zoning, and the Steering Committee. The purpose of the meeting is to jointly review the plan parts and begin the formal adoption process. Formal adoption of the plan is scheduled for December 2004, if not no later than January 2005.

Generally, the schedule through the end of the year is:

May 10, 2004 – Steering Committee meeting: discussion of the various chapters

June 14, 2004 – Steering Committee meeting: continued discussions of the various chapters of the plan

July 12, 2004 – Steering Committee meeting: continued discussions of the various chapters of the plan

August 9, 2004 – Steering Committee meeting: continued discussions of the various chapters of the plan

September 13, 2004 – Joint meeting of the Council, Planning and Zoning Commission, and the Steering Committee: review of the plan

Thursday, September 23, 2004 – tentative date for the second “public meeting.” This will essentially consist of an open house format where the public is invited to review and comment on the plan.

October 2004 – recommendations from the Steering Committee to the Planning and Zoning Commission

November 2004 – Formal public hearing and recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission to the Council

December 2004 – Formal public hearing and consideration of the plan by the City Council.

The next meeting of the advisory boards will be on May 10, 2004 at City Hall. The meeting will start at 6:00 p.m. The focus of the meeting will be to review and discuss the thoroughfare plan as well as the future land use plan. Time permitting; the previous chapters will also be discussed. These include the vision statement, population and socio-economic data, existing land use, and housing. These documents are also attached for your information.

Pending components still include downtown, health and human services, and the implementation plan.
