	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose is this item is to provide the council with an update on the Governor’s Community Achievement Award. And present the construction design and schedule of gateways along SH 95 at Mustang Creek. 

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


The goal of this landscape project is to enhance and enrich the traveling experience along state highways in Taylor. 

a) Background

In 1999 and 2002 Keep Taylor Beautiful partnered with several organizations including the City of Taylor, Taylor Economic Development Corporation, Temple College at Taylor, Taylor ISD along with others and received two grants in excess of $150,000.00 to beautify the community.  The 1999 grant monies were used to landscape the south side of City Hall and the west side of the Temple College at Taylor campus. The 2002 grant monies were awarded for the purpose of constructing entry gateways on SH 95 at Mustang Creek.      

b) Issues and Analysis

TxDot has completed the construction plans project. Staff had issues with the irrigation system and electrical systems both of which have been addressed.

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


No funds will be required from the City of Taylor for construction. There will be electric service to the site. Currently the City has two electric meters located at the Welcome to Taylor signs on 2nd and 4th streets. The average cost of each of each meter is $23.00
