CITY MANAGER REPORT – March 17, 2005:

CEDARWOOD DEVELOPMENT (CVS PHARMACY) – We received the check for $10,000 Monday (3/14/05) for the relocation of Pop Warner. I will visit with Mr. Krueger next week to begin construction of the practice field at the Middle School. Cedarwood advises they still hope to close before March 31st.  

CITY HALL ANNEX – The new delinquent utility billing notice will be mailed out after the 20th by Cen-Tex. We are getting pricing to install a monument sign on the corner of 5th and Talbot. 

HIGHWAY 79 IMPROVEMENTS – Contractor has not been able to pass the pressure test on the replaced water line. According to Dennis, they now plan to cut the line into three sections and pressure test each section to find the leak(s). Of course, this is delaying the re-supply of water to Hutto.

HOWARD STREET – Utilities in Lake Drive between Howard and North will be replaced after the utilities are replaced at the North Drive Bridge. Lake Drive will be closed during this process. The contractor might be able to pave from 2nd to 7th  on Thursday or Friday depending on weather. They are installing curb and gutter and driveways from 8th to Cecelia. 2nd lift is being installed from Cecelia to James. They are excavating to full depth up to Lake Drive.

HUTTO WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENT – Charles is rewriting the wholesale water amendment with Hutto. We will be giving them an option on whether they pay for the improvements to our system up front or through their rates. We hope to submit the changes to Hutto next Monday and meet with them the week of March 28th for discussion. This amendment will return to the Council for your approval. 

INDOOR PARKS PLAN – 3,000 surveys were mailed out Monday (3/14/05) concerning the indoor recreation center. 1,500 surveys will be delivered to the School District next week on the Teen Center.

MALLARD PARK – Mr. Biggars submitted a different preliminary plat for the 2nd phase of the Mallard Park subdivision. The P&Z tabled the plat. They were not happy with the changes. Staff met and asked Mr. Biggars to make the original plat work, which would make the concerns of the neighbors and P&Z subside. Mr. Biggars agreed and will be submitting the original preliminary plat back to the P&Z as a final plat.

MEDIVAC HELICOPTER – We are discussing the possibility of bringing a Medivac helicopter back to the Airport. I will update you as I receive additional information. 

NOACK – Charles is recalculating the new water rate for Noack. As soon as he has completed the calculation, we will forward it to Mr. Enochs for their consideration.

NORTH DRIVE – The sub-contractor, on the utility lines replacement, began work at the North Drive bridge. 

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – TxDOT is still reviewing and commenting on the plans. 

OUTDOOR PARKS PLAN – A tentative date of March 28th has been set to begin the meetings on Robinson, Bull Branch, Murphy and East Williamson County parks. There will be six (6) meetings for public input before the Council is asked to approve the plans in May.

RETAIL – Walgreens is under construction. Papa John’s Pizza is moving in next to the new HEB and Aaron’s Rent is moving into the shopping center at Lake Drive and Main Street. Yancey-Hausman has been issued permits for their two buildings in front of Wal-Mart. A pre-construction meeting was held Wednesday, March 16th.

RIO GRANDE WASTEWATER – Contractor has completed the repairs to the streets. They ran the camera through the wastewater line under Hwy. 95. We have not received a copy of the tape for review. We are waiting on State for a change order that will allow the extension of additional wastewater lines to hook up 5 more houses. 

WEST 2nd AT SLOAN – Floyd Zuehlke called and ask that we try to get a traffic light and 2nd and Sloan. I contacted TxDOT and asked that they look into the matter. Chief Straub provided TxDOT with wrecks over the last four years. We are waiting to hear back from TxDOT.
