*PROHIBIT SLAUGHTERING OF ANIMALS WITHIN CITY LIMITS – ORDINANCE NO. 2004-5

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 99-16 ESTABLISHING GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR THE CONTROL OF ANIMALS WITHIN THE CITY BY PROHIBITING SLAUGHTER OF ANIMALS AND ADDING A DEFINITION OF “SLAUGHTER”; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING A PENALTY OF FINE NOT TO EXCEED THE SUM OF FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($500.00) FOR EACH OFFENSE, EXCEPT WHERE A DIFFERENT PENALTY HAS BEEN ESTABLISHED BY STATE LAW FOR SUCH OFFENSE, OR FOR ANY VIOLATION OF ANY PROVISION WHICH GOVERNS PUBIC HEALTH OR SANITATION WHICH SHALL BE PUNISHED BY PENALTY OF FINE NOT TO EXCEED THE SUM OF TWO THOUSAND ($2,000.00); PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION

TCDP RIO GRANDE STREET WASTEWATER IMPROVEMENTS BID AWARD – CONTRACT NO. 723791

Project engineer David Simons stated that that city has received a $250,000 Texas Community Development Program grant, Contract No. 723791, for wastewater improvements which provides funding for projects that serve low to moderate income residents and a $100,000 match from the city of Taylor.  The design contract and the grant administration contract are $38,200 and $26,000 respectively, leaving $285,000 for construction and construction-related items.  The low bid was submitted by Smetana & Associates, Inc. of Temple.  

Mayor Pro Tem Maruska made a motion to award a contract to Smetana & Associates, Inc. for the base bid of $253,075,88 and authorize an additional ($25,000 (approximately 10%) to cover minor change orders and construction testing as presented.  Second by Council member Gonzales.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

2004 STREET REHABILITATION PROJECT
Director of Public Works Casey Sledge presented the tabulation for the 2004 Street Rehabilitation Project that were opened on May 18, 2004.  The low bidder was J. D. Ramming Paving Company, Inc. with a bid of $884,692.  The City budgeted $660,000 for this work in the General Fund Budget and the 2003 C.O. Bonds.  Staff plans on modifying the paving repair item to decrease costs after entering into a contract.  Staff recommends staying within 25% of the original bid amount ($664,000) for fairness to bidders.

A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Maruska to award the 2004 Street Rehabilitation Project bid to J. D. Ramming Paving Company, Inc. for $664,000 with change orders.   Second by Council member McDonald.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.
