Police Department’s Participation in Lease-Purchase Agreement

As a part of the Taylor Police Department’s vehicle replacement program, four marked police cars were budgeted for this fiscal year.  Though we had initially hoped to purchase more Dodge Intrepids, we have learned that the Intrepids are being retooled for next model year to be rear-wheel drive cars and will not be available until some time in the summer of 2005.

Out immediate need for police units has caused us to examine the Chevrolet Impala Police Package.  It is priced similarly to the Dodge Intrepid ($16,198 per base unit and $23,380 fully equipped) and has received positive references from area law enforcement agencies that use this vehicle.

We would again like to make this purchase through HGAC in that all police units are purchased fully equipped and ready to deploy upon delivery.

The total price for 4 fully equipped Chevrolet Impala police units is $94,120 (please, see attached) with a projected delivery date of 75-120 days after order.
