NORTH PARK SUBDIVISION PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS 

Capital Projects Manager David Simons presented the results of the walk-through inspection of KB Home North Park public improvements.  Mr. Simons stated that requirements for acceptance of the public improvements have been met.  These include:  receipt of the maintenance bond from the contractor, receipt of record drawings from KB Home engineer, and all of the deficiencies except depth of channel flow lines relative to adjacent property elevations in Channel A on the western ditch.  Mr. Simons recommends acceptance of the public improve-ments except for Channel A.

Mayor Pro Tem Maruska made a motion to accept the public improvements of North Park Subdivision except for Channel A on the western ditch.  Second by Council member Gonzales.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Council member Mikeska abstained.  Motion Passed.

PLANNING AND CAPACITY BUILDING FUND CONTRACT NO. 723184

Mayor Pro Tem Maruska made a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the Planning and Capacity Building Fund Contract No. 723184 and approve the City’s $50,000 match.  Council member McDonald seconded the motion.  VOTE: Five voted AYE.  Motion passed.

PERIMETER ROAD POLICY MORATORIUM – RESOLUTION NO. R03-15

Community Development Director Bob van Til requested that the Council extend the moratorium on the perimeter road policy contained in the Subdivision Ordinance for an additional three hundred sixty-five (365) days.

A motion was made by Council member Mikeska and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Maruska to approve Resolution R03-15.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE. Motion Passed.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, PLACING A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE REQUIREMENTS SET OUT IN CHAPTER 2, SECTION 2.8 OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE REQUIRING THE SUBDIVIDER TO CONSTRUCT THE ADJACENT HALF OF ALL PERIMETER STREETS SURROUNDING THE SUBDIVISIONS THAT ARE NOT IMPROVED TO CITY STANDARDS.  “PERIMETER STREET SUBDIVISION REQUIREMENTS”: PROVIDING THAT THE TEMPORARY MORATORIM SHALL EXPIRE WITHIN THREE HUNDRED SIXTY-FIVE DAYS (365) OF THE DATE OF THIS RESOLUTION OR UPON DELETION OF THE REQUIREMENTS FOR PERIMETER STREETS FROM THE SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE, WHICHEVER OCCURS FIRST

MUNICIPAL AIRPORT COURTESY CAR POLICIES

Council member Mikeska made a motion approve the following changes to the municipal airport courtesy car policies: (a) Limit the usage of the car to two (2) hours, unless prior arrangements are made with the Community Development Director or the City Manager for overnight usage; (b) that the “borrower” is defined as pilots and their passengers and does not include any employees or tenants at the airport; (c) the car would not be allowed to leave the city limits.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Maruska.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.
AIRPORT BOARD APPOINTMENTS
