CITY MANAGER REPORT – April 11, 2005:

AIRPORT – Bob and I met with the TxDOT Aviation Friday morning to discuss the new hangar construction.

CEDARWOOD DEVELOPMENT (CVS PHARMACY) – We closed on the property last week and have deposited the funds in an interest bearing account. TISD is working on the practice field for Pop Warner.  

CITY HALL ANNEX – The new utility bills were mailed out April 1st with the newsletter. We are getting pricing from Calvin Janak to install a monument sign on the corner of 5th and Talbot. We are also planning an open house in May. 

HIGHWAY 79 IMPROVEMENTS – The lowering of the water line along Hwy. 79 is complete and Hutto started receiving water around the first of April.

HOWARD STREET – Utilities in Lake Drive between Howard and North will be replaced after the utilities are replaced at the North Drive Bridge. Lake Drive will be closed during this process. The contractor paved from 2nd to 7th. They are installing curb and gutter, sidewalks and driveways from Cecelia to Lake. 2nd lift is installed from Cecelia to James. They have excavated to full depth up to Lake Drive and installed first lift. 

HUTTO WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENT – The amendment was submitted to Hutto on Thursday, April 7, 2005 for their review.

INDOOR PARKS PLAN – We will be receiving the teen surveys through next week. Carter-Burgess will then tabulate the results and present them to the City in May.

MALLARD PARK – Mr. Biggars has submitted the original preliminary plat for final P&Z approval. He has also agreed to work with the City on a developer’s agreement on the retention pond along Meadow Lane. 

MEDIVAC HELICOPTER – Bob and I will be meeting with the interested party on Monday, April 11th for further discussions. 

NOACK – We submitted a letter to Mr. Enochs on the proposed new water rate for Noack on Wednesday, April 6th for their review and consideration.

NORTH DRIVE – The contractor has advised Dennis Kleppe they intend to move in to start concrete work at the bridge on Monday (4-11-05).

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – We are scheduled to meet with TxDOT and the Architects on Thursday, April 14th to discuss the project and timeline. 

OUTDOOR PARKS PLAN – Two meetings were held this week to obtain public input on improvements needs in Murphy, Robinson and Bull Branch Parks. We also received input on what the community would like to see in the East Williamson County Park. We will be holding additional meetings in the next two to three weeks.

RIO GRANDE WASTEWATER – To date, we have not received a copy of the videotape for review of the wastewater line under Hwy. 95. The State approved the change order that allows the extension of additional wastewater lines to hook up 5 more houses. 

WEST 2nd AT SLOAN – We have not heard anything from TxDOT about a possible traffic light at this intersection.
