ORDINANCE NO. 2003-23

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS AMENDING ORDINANCE 2001-45 RELATING TO THE NOMINATION AND DESIGNATION OF ENTERPRISE ZONE EZ-340-021302-T PURSUANT TO THE TEXAS ENTERPRISE ZONE ACT (TEXAS GOVERNMENT CODE, CHAPTER 2303); PROVIDING ADDITIONAL FINANCIAL INCENTIVES.

WHEREAS, the City Council of Taylor, Texas desires to create the proper economic and social environment to induce investment of private resources in productive business enterprises located in severely distressed areas of the city and to provide safe and affordable housing and employment to residents of such area; and

WHEREAS, certain conditions exist in such area which represent a threat to the health, safety, and welfare of the people of such area and the City; and

WHEREAS, the City of Taylor received enterprise zone designation on February 13, 2002 for such area; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of Taylor, Texas desires to add additional financial incentives to the already existing incentives in the enterprise zone.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS:

SECTION 1. That a public hearing to consider this ordinance was held by the City Council on August 7, 2003.

SECTION 2. That the City Council hereby ordains and declares that the following incentives are added to the existing financial incentives already provided in the enterprise zone for the provision of safe and affordable housing:

1. The City will reduce by fifty (50%) percent zoning, platting, site plan review, building, plumbing, mechanical, electrical, and gas permits.

2. The City will reduce by fifty (50%) percent water and wastewater impact fees.

SECTION 3. That if any provision of this ordinance or its application to any person or circumstances is held invalid for any reason, the invalidity does not affect any other provisions or applications of this ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to the extent the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be severable.

SECTION 4. All other ordinances, parts of ordinances or resolutions in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 5. That this ordinance shall take effect from and after its passage as the law and charter in such case provides.

SECTION 6. In accordance with Article VIII, of the City Charter, Ordinance 2003- 23 was introduced before the Taylor City Council on the 7th day of August, 2003.
