Consider the Acceptance of Public Improvements for the HEB Development




	RECOMMENDATIONS

· Receive update from staff on the status of the public improvements and other acceptance requirements.

· Accept the public improvements associated with the new HEB store and outlots around the site if the standard requirements have been met.

DESCRIPTION/JUSTIFICATION:
HEB’s development includes 4 lots – the main store and 3 pad sites along FM 397 (Carlos Parker Blvd.).  HEB has installed the public water and sanitary sewer lines that serve all of the lots, including the sewer lift station on the east side of SH 95 (Main St.) and the force main and gravity sewerlines through the County Park and KB Home’s development.  

These are the requirements for acceptance of the public improvements for HEB’s development:

· Completion of construction items noted during the site walk-through on June 23, 2004*

· Receipt of the Maintenance Bond from the contractor

· Receipt of Record Drawings from HEB’s engineer*

· Payment of Engineering Fees

Items with * had not been completed at the time this memo was written.  The most important incomplete item on the construction list is the lift station.  HEB’s construction contractor hoped to have permanent electrical power wired into the station on Thursday, July 1.  However, as a temporary measure, an electrical generator has been set up on the site to allow the lift station to be tested and put in service.  Until the lift station is functioning adequately, the store cannot be opened.  Staff will provide an update on the status of the starred items during the City Council meeting.  A copy of the site walk-through letter to HEB’s contractor is attached.

FINANCIAL/BUDGET:

HEB’s representative has paid the City of Taylor $9,228 for the Engineering Plan Review and Inspection Fees (4% of the value of the public improvements).  The amount of this fee may increase once final project costs are determined.

The City of Taylor participated with HEB in funding the construction of the lift station, force main, and gravity sewer through the County Park and the KB Home site so that the lift station could be constructed to serve a larger area than just HEB’s development.  The design service area is generally the corridor along SH 95 (Main St.) starting a little south of FM 397 (Carlos Parker Blvd.) and extending north past the existing City limit line.  Some area northwest of the HEB store is also included in the service area.  The City’s share of the lift station and associated improvements is 57.5% of the costs up to a maximum of $212,000.  Based on current cost estimates, it appears that the City’s share will end up between $200,000 and $210,000.  The costs for the lift station, force main, and offsite gravity sewer were not included in the calculation of the Engineering Fees.
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
