	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


Questions have arisen regarding residency requirements for the TEDC Board.  The purpose of this item is to review these requirements and make any changes the Council may deem appropriate.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


Background-  John Nelson, Executive Director, TEDC, has asked the Council to consider removing the residency requirement for board members so that they may seek to attract members who may not be residents of Taylor but may otherwise be qualified candidates willing to serve on the Board.

Issues and Analysis:

According to Chapter 2, Sec.2.3 of the Board and Commissions Handbook, 

“The City Council strives to appoint the most qualified citizens to serve on boards.  Many of the boards do not have specific eligibility requirements beyond voting residency, leaving the membership qualifications to the discretion of the City Council.  City of Taylor voting residency requirements do not apply to the Moody Museum Board, Library Board, Main Street Advisory Board or the Airport Board.”
