	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


 The purpose of this item is to consider rescheduling the regular council meeting from May 24 to May 31.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

According to Article 7, Sec. 7.1 “The City Council shall meet regularly at least once every month at such times and places as the Council may prescribe by rule.”  Currently, the City Council meets on the second Thursday and fourth Tuesday of each month.  

b) Issues and Analysis

In response to Council’s Strategic Goal No. 1, “Economic Development”, Mayor Hill, Council members McDonald and Hortenstine, and City Manager Frank Salvato will be attending the International Conference on Shopping Centers (ICSC) from May 22-25 to meet with potential retail developers.  As a result, a quorum will not be possible for the regularly scheduled meeting on May 24th.  Because of the meeting on the 16th, a preferable date for the second regular meeting would be the 31st.
