	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this resolution is to demonstrate support of the Mayor and City Council for the application being made to the Texas Historical Commission for downtown Taylor to be designated as a historic district in the National Register of Historic Places.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

In January 2004, Claire Maxwell, President, Taylor Conservation & Heritage Society (TCHS), presented a request to the City Council to begin the process of submitting an application to the National Register of Historic Places for downtown Taylor.  The project had already garnered support from the Taylor Economic Development Corporation, the Taylor Chamber of Commerce and Taylor Main Street Program.  At the January 14, 2004 meeting the City Council unanimously endorsed and commended the effort for certification of a National Historic District downtown.

Architectural Historian Monica M. Penick was contracted to complete the National Register Nomination for the Taylor, Texas Historic District.  Work that began in April 2004 has now reached the application and approval process.  Approval of this resolution is necessary to demonstrate the City’s full endorsement of a Taylor Downtown Historic District being considered for the National Register of Historic Places.

If approved by the state board, the application will then be submitted to the National Historic Preservation Trust for final approval.
