	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this item is to present for Council consideration, renewal of an Agreement between the City and the Taylor Lion’s Club to lease land in Murphy Park for the Club to continue operating a Miniature Golf Course. 

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background – In June of 1971, The City of Taylor and Taylor Lion’s Club entered into a Lease agreement that granted the Lion’s Club the right to operate a miniature golf course within Murphy Park. Proceeds of the operations minus expenses are used to fund various charitable contributions made by the club in Taylor.  The original term of the Lease was for 10 years with an option for an additional 10 year extension. The former Agreement expired in 1991. 

b) Issues and Analysis – The Taylor Lion’s Club is requesting that the Lease be renewed under similar terms and conditions of the original lease for an initial term of 10 years and option for an additional 10 years thereafter.  The Board of Directors of the Club have authorized expenditures of up to $6,700 for improvements to the golf course if the Lease can be renewed.  Except for the term of the Lease the only other substantive change from the original agreement is that in the event of termination of the Agreement the Lion’s Club would have a right to remove any improvements made to the property.   

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET

	4. TIMELINE CONSIDERATIONS


If approved, work on the improvements would begin immediately with the expectation that the renovated course could open simultaneously with the opening of the City’s swimming pool.  

	5. RECOMMENDATION


Staff recommends that the City Council approve the Lease Agreement as submitted.
