CITY MANAGER REPORT – May 9, 2005:

AIRPORT – Bob submitted an application for funds to TxDOT for the Airport hangars. We will need a resolution from the Council in the near future to submit to the Texas Transportation Commission that will request the non-entitlements funds to be used for hangar construction.

CITY HALL ANNEX – Calvin Janak will be constructing a monument sign on the corner of 5th and Talbot. We have purchased a few pictures to place on the walls in the annex in preparation of the open house in May. They should be delivered tomorrow. We will have them framed locally.

DOAK STREET BALLFIELDS – We submitted the grant application to the County for $200,000, with a City match of $20,000, in March. The County should make a decision on the grant later this month.

HOME PROGRAM GRANT – Seven out of the eight houses have been inspected. The consultant has submitted paperwork to the State for funds. The eighth applicant selected passed away, so we are reassessing the past applicants for possible selection. Staff will bring the recommendation from the committee to the Council for final selection at a later date.

HOWARD STREET – Contractor put in the final lift last week from Cecelia to Lake. They will be preparing the surface for pavement. Clint thought the 1” hot mix over-lay on Lake from Howard to North would cause problems at the curb level. David and I discussed patching Lake Drive for the time being. We will then have the contractor mill down Lake prior to the hot-mix being installed on North Drive. 

HUTTO WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENT – Charles is working on the calculation that will be included in the contract amendment. I will be discussing the ETJ agreement with Hutto.

INDOOR PARKS PLAN – This item is on the agenda.

KOMATSU ARCHITECTURE – They have completed the plans on the restrooms and are waiting on David’s final approval before bidding. We should bid the restrooms this month. They are completing the final plans on the fire station and library. David thinks they will be ready to bid by late summer.

MALLARD PARK – Ted and staff are still working on the developer’s agreement. Staff has submitted final comments to Ted.

MEDIVAC HELICOPTER – We have not heard anything from the company. 

NOACK – Mr. Enochs met with Charles and, after a couple of comments, he agreed with the cost of wholesale water. We are working on the amendment to the existing contracts (2) for Council consideration. 

NORTH DRIVE – The contractor poured the bottom of the box culverts last week. They are forming the sides for concrete this week. Utilities are being laid on North Drive starting at Lake Drive.

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – Staff has nothing new to report on this project.

OUTDOOR PARKS PLAN – The next meeting is scheduled for tonight, May 9th, at the American Legion Hall in Murphy Park, to discuss Murphy, East Williamson County and Bull Branch Parks. On Monday, May 16th, we will hold a meeting at the Community Center on E. Walnut, to discuss Robinson and Bull Branch Parks. We will schedule a special meeting of the Council on Thursday, May 19th, to discuss the priority rankings for the outdoor parks plan. 

PLANNER – Bob is still advertising for a planner in the Community Development Department. As a reminder, Council approved this position in the 2004-2005 budget to begin in April 2005.

RIO GRANDE WASTEWATER – The contractor completed connecting all houses associated with the change order. They are cleaning up the area. Staff is reviewing the videotape of the wastewater line installation under Hwy. 95. 

WEST 2nd AT SLOAN – We have not heard anything from TxDOT about a possible traffic light at this intersection.
