2. Proclamation for August as Breast-feeding Month.
3. Consider services agreement with McCreary, Veselka, Bragg & Allen, P.C. for collection of debts. (Frank) Staff would like to propose to the council that we engage MVB&A to provide delinquent collection of Municipal Court fines, Accounts Receivables and liens. We have provided you a copy of their proposal for consideration. Mr. Allen should be in attendance to answer ant questions.

4. Consider Resolution R04-21, To impose additional fee for collection costs on fines and fees. (Frank) Mr. Allen is requesting Council adopt this resolution that will allow us to collect their cost for collection of delinquent fines and fees.

5. Conduct public hearing and Introduce Ordinance 2004-10 for Specific Use Permit Zoning Request for liquor store.  (Mayor) The Zoning Ordinance requires an SUP for a liquor store. Twin Liquors is requesting the SUP, which would allow them to occupy space in the new HEB shopping center. 
6. TEDC 2004/2005 Budget.  (John Nelson) John will present the TEDC budget that has been approved by the TEDC Board.
7. Ad Valorem Tax Rate and 2004-2005 Budget.  (Frank)
· Establish upper limit of the ad valorem tax rate and take record vote, to be discussed at a public hearing.

· Designate the day, time, and place of a public hearing on ad valorem tax rate and 2004-2005 budget

8. Consider Articles of Incorporation for Taylor Park Foundation. (Frank) Ted has drafted the necessary paperwork for the creation of the Taylor Park Foundation. If Council approves the creation, Ted and I will move forward with filing all of the paperwork. The Taylor Park Foundation will accept the donation of approximately 75 acres of land in the East Williamson County Park from Williamson County for the future development of a sports complex. The Foundation will hold the land until the City applies for and receives a parks grant from Texas parks and Wildlife. Texas Parks and Wildlife will allow the City to use the donation of land as an in kind match and we will receive additional points for land donation.

9. Consider purchasing airport fuel system. (Bob) As discussed during the second workshop on the 2004-2005 budget, staff is recommending Council purchase new software and hardware for the fuel systems at the Taylor Municipal Airport.

10. Consider calling for bids for bank depository. (Frank) Staff has had a request from one bank in Taylor to allow them to bid on our bank depository. City National Bank has been our depository for numerous years and has provided us good service. If Council wishes, staff will put together a packet and bid the depository. We will of course bring the bids back for Council consideration.

11. Consider letters of appreciation to Williamson County Commissioners Court, Senator Ogden, Representative Krusee, and Congressman Carter. (Council Member Jez) Council member Jez has requested this item be placed on the agenda for your consideration.

HOWARD, NORTH DRIVE & SLOAN STREET – Staff is working on the contracts for North Drive.

LIBRARY/PARK RESTROOMS – Komatsu Architecture is working on the preliminary design and cost estimates.

OLD THORNDALE ROAD & EAST 3RD STREET BRIDGES – The bridges are complete. 

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – Gould Evans resubmitted plans and Casey has reviewed them. Casey had many comments so we are waiting on Gould-Evans again.

PARKS MASTER PLAN – The next meeting will be on August 9th at City Hall.

TAX ABATEMENT POLICY – Ted and Bob have met and are working on the final wording for the tax abatement policy. 

TRUCK ROUTE – Chief advises that many trucks are complying with the new route. They have been stopping trucks and issuing warning tickets, but now they are writing tickets.

VICTIM’S ASSISTANCE – I visited with Commissioner Limmer about the victim’s assistance service from the County. He has set up a meeting this Friday in his office with Ms. Sue Knight. Chief Straub and I will be meeting with her. I will advise the results of the meeting.
