The purpose of this memorandum is to inform you and the City council that no variance is needed from the Zoning Board of Adjustment to place the temporary facilities at the 1935 city hall for the fire fighters.

The last time staff spoke to the Council about this issue, we advised you that a variance was required. However, when staff initiated the variance process  and analyzed the specific code requirements, the need for a variance went away.

Following is a brief explanation as to why a variance is not required:

1. The property is zoned B3, or Central Business

2. The zoning code requires that buildings lacking a permanent foundation are not allowed in the B1 district

3. The buildings will be temporary until either the new fire station is built or other arrangements have been made for the fire fighters.
