	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The issue of charging users for First Responder services has been under consideration for several years. On April 21, 2005 the City Council requested staff to go out for bids and present a contract for consideration.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


Over two years ago, the City Council authorized a fee to be charged for First Responder Services, but the fee was not to go into effect until an agreement had been executed with a fee collection agency.  The current Fee Ordinance includes these fees for services and is attached.  

Request for Proposals were sent out to fee collection agencies on May 16, 2005 and bids were opened on June 9, 2005.  Only one bid was received;  Revenue Rescue, L.L.C. was the only collection agency to respond with a proposal.  Their proposal is attached.
	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


Based on an analysis of the number of calls received during last year, representatives of the collection agency estimate that the income from this source could be between $50,000 and $60,000 per year.
