The purpose of this short memorandum is to inform you and the City Council of the latest developments relating to the development of the new comprehensive plan.

An important item to highlight here is that the next meeting will be a joint meeting on September 13 of the Council, Planning and Zoning, and the Steering Committee. 

The purpose of the meeting is to jointly review the plan parts and begin the formal adoption process. The meeting is scheduled to begin at 6 p.m. and will be held at North Side Elementary School.

Formal adoption of the plan is scheduled for December 2004, if not then, no later than January 2005.

To date, the Committee has completed chapters 1 (Introduction), 2 (Vision), 3 (Demographics), 4 (Land Use), 5 (Housing), and 6 (Transportation).

Remaining chapters are: “Central Business District”, “Health and Human Services”, and the “Implementation Plan.”

The Economic Development Plan, which will be incorporated into the “core plan” some how, was completed earlier this summer. This plan was completed by Angelou Economics. The Parks and Recreation Plan is being completed by Carter and Burgess Engineering and will also be incorporated into the “core plan” as well.

Generally, the schedule through the end of the year is:

September 13, 2004 – Joint meeting of the Council, Planning and Zoning Commission, and the Steering Committee: review of the plan

First Week in October 2004 – tentative time set aside for the second “public meeting.” This will essentially consist of an open house format where the public is invited to review and comment on the plan.

October 2004 – recommendations from the Steering Committee to the Planning and Zoning Commission

November 2004 – Formal public hearing and recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission to the Council

December 2004 – Formal public hearing and consideration of the plan by the City Council.
