	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this item was intended to conduct a public hearing and consider a resolution approving amendments to the East Williamson County Park Site/Master Plan.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

Discussions with a private developer, Sports Solutions Company, directed Staff to initiate the amendment process of the park plan. This was to accommodate proposed changes suggested by the Company. The company intended to build ten little league fields for tournament play. These fields would have had the potential to accommodate regional and national tournaments.

b) Issues and Analysis

To accommodate the Company, staff initiated the amendment process, which included a public hearing with the Parks and Recreation Board and the Planning and Zoning Commission. This public hearing was cancelled when the Staff did not receive any written information to provide to the advisory board members.

As part of the emendatory process, a public hearing was also scheduled for the City Council. Since the earlier public hearing was cancelled, the Council’s public hearing can also be cancelled.

Since the public hearing was cancelled and no action will be taken, Staff believes it important to inform the public that may show up at the meeting, and explain to the public why the public hearing was cancelled as opposed to just leaving the item off the agenda.
