ORDINANCE 2005 – 13

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, AMENDING APPENDIX C, SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE, OF THE TAYLOR CITY CODE, AS AMENDED, TO ADD STAFF APPROVAL OF AMENDED PLATS, PROVIDING A REPEALING CLAUSE, PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE, AND PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE.

WHEREAS, Chapter 212 of the Texas Local Government Code authorizes Texas cities to establish subdivision regulations for the purpose of promoting public health, safety, morals, and the general welfare; and  

WHEREAS, the City Council intends to amend Appendix C, Subdivision Ordinance, of the Taylor City Code to add staff approval of amended plats in accordance with section 212.0065 of the Local Government Code;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR:

SECTION 1.0

All of the facts recited in the preamble to this Ordinance are hereby found by the City Council to be true and correct and are incorporated by reference herein and expressly made part hereof, as if copied herein verbatim.

SECTION 2.0

That after a public hearing held by the Planning and Zoning Commission on May 10, 2005, the Planning and Zoning Commission recommended approval of the proposed amendment contained herein. The City Council held a public hearing on July 14, 2005 for the purpose of receiving public input on the proposed amendment as shown as follows:

SECTION 2.1 

Amending 3.3.1 of the Taylor Subdivision Ordinance:


3.3.1 
Administrative Approval Plat

Plats containing four (4) or fewer lots and requiring no extensions of municipal facilities may be administratively approved by the City Manager, without the consideration of the Planning and Zoning Commission if the plat meets all applicable requirements of this Ordinance.

Amended plats as described by section 212.016 of the Local Government Code, as amended from time to time, with the exception of the authority to relocate a lot line to eliminate an inadvertent encroachment of a building or other improvement on a lot line or easement, may be administratively approved by the City Manager, without consideration of the Planning and Zoning Commission if the plat meets all applicable requirements of this Ordinance.

The City Manager, may, for any reason, elect to present the plat to the Planning and Zoning Commission for its consideration and action.

The City Manager shall not disapprove a plat submitted under this section and shall instead refer any plat, which the City Manager refuses to approve, to the Planning and Zoning Commission for its consideration. Any such plat shall be acted on by the Planning and Zoning Commission.

The City Manager shall provide to the Planning and Zoning Commission periodic reports regarding administratively approved plats.

SECTION 3.0 

All other ordinances, parts of ordinances or resolutions in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of any such conflict.

SECTION 4.0 

Should any section, paragraph, clause, phrase, or provision of this Ordinance be adjudged invalid or held unconstitutional, the same shall not affect the validity of this Ordinance as a whole or any part of the provisions thereof, other than the part so decided to be invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 5.0 

All other provisions of Appendix C, Subdivision Ordinance, of the Taylor City Code shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 6.0 

In accordance with Article 8 of the Taylor Charter, this Ordinance was introduced before the City Council on the 14th day of July, 2005.
