Agenda Item:

Authorize a Design and Inspection Contract for Rehabilitating the Mallard Water Tank and Consider Options for the Murphy Park Tank and Southwood Hills Ground Storage Tank.




	RECOMMENDATION: 

· Authorize a contract with Dunham Engineering, Inc. for preparation of plans and specifications and inspection for the rehabilitation of the Mallard Water Tank in the amount of $30,000

· Consider including the design and inspection of structural steel repairs to the Murphy Park Water Tank in the amount of $7,000

· Consider including the design and inspection for the demolition of the Southwood Hills Ground Storage Tank and Murphy Park Water Tank in the amount of $6,500.

· Consider painting and lettering schemes for the Mallard Water Tank

DESCRIPTION/JUSTIFICATION:
Dunham Engineering has provided a proposal for design and inspection services for the rehabilitation of the Mallard Water Tank.  Optional design and inspection services are included for 1) structural repairs to the Murphy Park Tank to protect the roof and 2) demolition of the Murphy Park Tank and Southwood Hills Ground Storage Tank.  Dunham Engineering will include the City’s selection of painting and lettering schemes for the Mallard Tank in the construction documents.

FINANCIAL/BUDGET:

Dunham Engineering’s contract and the associated construction contract are proposed to be funded with the money paid to the City by the BRA at the sale of the water treatment plant.  The engineer’s estimates of probable costs for construction are $250,000 to rehabilitate the Mallard Tank, $25,000 for structural repairs to the Murphy Park Tank, and $40,000 to demolish the Murphy Park Tank and Southwood Hills Ground Storage Tank.  If all design and construction options are chosen, the estimated cost is $358,500.


Letter of Agreement

This is an Agreement made as of ______________, 2004 between City of Taylor, Texas hereinafter known as the OWNER and Dunham Engineering, Inc. of College Station, Texas hereinafter known as the ENGINEER.

The OWNER intends for the ENGINEER to perform professional engineering service in the design and construction inspection of the WORK.

The WORK is defined as the rehabilitation of the Mallard elevated water storage tank with Option #1 for structural repairs to the Murphy Park elevated water storage tank and Option #2 for the demolition of the Murphy Park elevated water storage tank and the demolition of the ground tank at the Southwood Hills water plant.

Specifically, the protective coatings on the Mallard elevated structure will be replaced and structural steel repairs will be performed to comply with TCEQ regulations. 

The rehabilitation of the Mallard elevated tank and the structural repairs required on the Murphy Park elevated tank will be done in accordance with the recommendations made in the ENGINEER'S Reports of Inspection dated March 2 & 10, 2004. 

Estimated contractor cost for the rehabilitation of the Mallard elevated tank is $250,000.

Option #1 - Estimated contractor cost for the Murphy Park elevated tank structural steel repairs is $25,000.

Option #2 - Estimated contractor cost to dismantle and dispose of the Murphy Park elevated tank and the ground tank at Southwood Hills is $40,000.

PHASE I - DESIGN 

The ENGINEER agrees to prepare the design, produce engineering plans and specifications, prepare the contract documents, advertise for bids to selected contractors and recommend award of a lump sum construction contract to complete the WORK for the OWNER. 

The ENGINEER agrees to provide a draft set of contract documents to the OWNER for review and approval no later than 30 days from the date of the Agreement.

The ENGINEER agrees to finalize the documents and advertise the WORK to selected contractors for bid within 30 days after receipt of OWNER’S comments and approval.

The OWNER agrees to advertise in the City newspaper of record as required by the State’s competitive bidding rules.

The ENGINEER agrees to assist the OWNER in opening and reviewing bids and recommending a contractor for award.

PHASE II- CONSTRUCTION 

The ENGINEER agrees to periodically inspect the contractor during the construction period to insure contract compliance.

The ENGINEER agrees to process Contractor progress payments and recommend payment by the OWNER.

The ENGINEER agrees to prepare and process Contract Change Orders as required during the course of the construction contract.

The ENGINEER agrees to conduct a final inspection of the WORK and to recommend final payment for the CONTRACTOR when the WORK is completed 

The ENGINEER agrees to schedule and conduct a one year warranty inspection of the WORK prior to the end of the warranty period and to coordinate completion of any required warranty repairs.

In consideration of the above services, the OWNER agrees to compensate the ENGINEER in accordance with the following schedule:

Phase I - Design of WORK for rehabilitation of Mallard elevated tank.

Total fee of $20,000.00.  Partial payments due as follows:

50% due when draft contract documents provided to OWNER.

50% due when contractor recommended for award.

Phase I – Option #1 - Design of WORK for structural steel repairs to Murphy Park tank.

Total fee of $5,000. Partial payments as above.

Phase I – Option #2 - Design of WORK for demolition of Murphy Park tank and Southwood Hills tank.

Total fee of $5,000. Partial payments as above.

Phase II – Construction Inspections of WORK for rehabilitation of Mallard tank.

Total fee not to exceed $10,000.00 without prior approval.  

Fee billed on $65/hour portal to portal rate with minimum inspection trip fee of 6 hours.  Fees billed on monthly basis for actual hours worked.

Phase II – Option #1 - Construction Inspections of WORK for structural steel repairs to Murphy Park tank.

Total fee not to exceed $2,000. Fees billed as above.

Phase II – Option #2 – Construction Inspections of WORK for demolition of Murphy Park tank and Southwood Hills tank.

Total fee not to exceed $1,500. Fees billed as above.
