	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this item is to provide direction to staff as to which city-owned properties the Council is willing to consider selling.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background: 

Recently, the City received several requests to acquire city-owned property. These requests are:

1. Southwood Hills Well site

2. Three lots on South Doak Street.

3. West End School Site (4th and Ferguson)

b) Issues and Analysis: 

The sale of municipally owned land is governed by Chapter 253, 272 of the Local Government Code, to mention a few.

Should the Council agree to pursue the sale and or trade of land, or certain tracts of land, staff should at a minimum get broker’s opinions about the values of the properties. In the case of the well, we should examine if the sale or lease of the facility should need more than a bid or RFP (i.e., an election similar to the BRA deal).
