Subject: 2nd Quarter Report for 2005 Hotel/Motel Funds

Summary

The Second Quarter income from Hotel/Motel was $8,834.30.  This is in line with last year’s 2nd quarter deposit. 

Expenditures included: 

Printing expenses were to help prepare a mailing for Texas Travel Planners.

Advertising on the Texas Brazos Trail trade show banners, Bloomin’ Festival ad, website maintenance and domain registration and the purchase of bags to hold visitor information and use at trade shows. Also membership dues were paid to the Texas Travel Industry Association, Texas Festival and Events Association, and Texas Hotel and Lodging Association.

Grants were made to the Taylor Jaycees for the snake show, Taylor Main Street for the Bloomin’ Festival, printing of Moody Museum brochures, and to the Taylor Rodeo Association for website development. 

Expenses for other promotions include the cost of mailing to 300 travel counselors across the state. 

Lodging and meal expenses were incurred for the Texas Downtown Association annual conference held in Brownwood and a meeting to plan lodging for the Games of Texas, an event to be held in July of 2006.

Equipment repairs were made to our copier to replace a drum.

The chamber did not make our $4000 draw into general fund so that we could meet all the requests for grants this quarter. We hope to be able to make both draws in this next quarter.
