LIBRARY PROPOSED FEE CHANGES

The purpose of this item is to consider revisions to the Fee Ordinance in regards to fines and fees for the Taylor Public Library.  

The Taylor Public Library has a new Circulation Policy, approved by both the Library Board and the City Council in May 2005.  The Fee Ordinance needs to reflect small changes formalized in that Policy.  Since the Library offers both photocopying and computer printing, prices for both need to be defined.  The cost for a blank computer disc needs to be increased.

Library Services, Fines & Fees in the Fee Ordinance are as follows:

1. Non-Resident Library Card-Individual:  $10.00 per Year.  No change is recommended for this fee.

2. Non-Resident Library Card-Family: $25.00 per Year.  No change is recommended for this fee.

3. Replacement Library Card:  $1.00.  There is a change recommended for this fee.  In the Circulation Policy, under Replacement Cards, the charges outlined are $1.00 for the first replacement, $5.00 for each subsequent replacement card.  The Taylor Public Library has a limited stock of blank Library Cards, and while some loss is expected, it is felt that the higher charge for additional replacements may help ensure some level of responsibility.

4. Copies, Black & White:  .10 cents each.  It is recommended that the wording for photocopy charges also include computer printing.  The price for b&w copies or computer printing should remain at .10 cents per page.

5. Copies, Color:  $1.00 each.  It is recommended that wording for photocopy charges also include computer printing.  The Library still retains a color copier, and while it is a bit inconveniently located, staff still provides the service.  Staff also provides color computer printing upon request.

6. Fines for Overdue Books:  .10 cents per day.  The new Circulation Policy does reflect this charge, but also adds that overdue fines cap at $5.00 per overdue item.  This change is easier for staff to manage and is more clear-cut than capping out at the cost of the overdue item.

7. Lost or Damaged Book Fee:  Cost to replace or repair.  No change is recommended for this fee, but wording should be more inclusive than books—library materials.

8. Blank Floppy Diskette:  .50 cents.  It is recommended that the cost of a diskette be raised to $1.00, which is more in keeping with charges elsewhere and is reasonable.
9. Interlibrary Loan:  Cost of Return Postage.  While we have been traditionally asking patrons for this, we have never added this to the Fee Ordinance.  While we will happily take requests for Interlibrary Loan from any Library patron in good standing, we ask them to pay the return postage for the item.  This limits the number of frivolous requests and helps with the operating costs for this service.
