Police Officer – Off duty and vehicle PROPOSED FEE CHANGES

After computing the overtime and benefits rate of a police officer I (with no prior experience) and realizing that the cost to the City is about $33.29 per hour, it became obvious that the $30.00 an hour we charge for off-duty employment now is not sufficient.

 

(The formula used for a base police officer I was $36,080 annual salary-- hourly rate $17.34 - time and a half hourly rate of $26.00 plus 28% for benefits package and staff processing/accounting = $33.29-- take the same formula and apply it to individuals of higher ranks, etc. and average it.  It came out to $37.74.  There appears to be a trend of us attracting new hires with substantial experience, so it seemed best to project upwardly some.)

 

In factoring in the varying ranks and tenure of personnel, it appears to me that $38.00 per hr. should be sufficient.

 

$20.00 per hour for per police vehicle should be sufficient (assuming gasoline doesn't get a whole lot worse--who knows?)
