REGULAR AGENDA – REVIEW/DISCUSS & CONSIDER/ACTION:

4. Consider public improvements for Tractor Supply. (David) We issued a conditional Certificate of Occupancy (CO) so Tractor Supply could open this week. There are still a few items that need to be corrected prior to final acceptance. Most of the items should be handled prior to the Council meeting. The bonding company will not issue the bond until Council accepts the utility improvements. If you agree to accept the improvements, we ask that you condition the acceptance upon receipt of the bond.
5. Consider ground water management district in Williamson County. (Charles) Charles attended the second meeting held by Commissioners Limmer and Birkman in Georgetown this week. They are asking for input from the Council on whether or not you would support a Water Conservation District in Williamson County. Charles has included a memo for your review.
6. Consider appointments to Library Board. (Mayor) Angela Tietz and Trisha Randig terms expired in October. Both have asked to be reappointed. Vicky Bennett resigned in November. Robert Clark, Nicole Filz and Teresa Gardner have submitted applications.
7. National Main Street designation award. (Bob) The Texas Historical Commission and the National Trust for Historic Preservation recognized Taylor as a National Main Street City. Bob would like to share the award at the Council meeting. 
8. Consider appointments of representatives to Capital Area Council of Governments General Assembly. (Mayor) Capital Area Council of Governments has asked that the Council to appoint two members to the General Assembly. Mayor Hill and Gary Maruska were the last appointments.
9. Consider December calendar for Council meetings. (Frank) It appears we need to hold the regular meeting on December 9th. I advised staff that we should not schedule any items for the regular meeting on December 28th. If you would like to officially cancel the meeting, that will be fine with staff.

CITY HALL ANNEX – We are moving forward on the improvements to the City Hall Annex.

FIRE STATION – Mr. Hagler removed the old building on the adjacent property. Komatsu Architecture met with staff on Wednesday, November 17 to review the site plan and get comments. 

HIGHWAY 95 & FM 397 – I received a call from TxDOT and they are upset that Wal-Mart has not forwarded the funds necessary for the improvements on Hwy. 95 and FM 397. I advised TxDOT as to why Wal-Mart was unhappy with the construction during the Christmas holidays. TxDOT advised the contractor would be finished if it had not been for the rain. They also advised the contract is between the City and the State. I called Wal-Mart about the funds and have not received a callback. We might have to front the money to TxDOT to stay on the right side of the contract and wait for Wal-Mart to send us their portion.

HOWARD STREET – Weather has delayed construction.

HUTTO WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENT – Charles and I met with Mel Yantis and Dan Hejl on Friday, November 12th to discuss the wholesale water agreement and the amendment. Mel expressed concerns on how the impact fees owed Taylor were going to be calculated and they want us to consider removing the restriction on when they can take water once the water plant and high-pressure plane are constructed. Charles, Casey, David, Bill and I met to discuss the issues and we will be meeting with Freese-Nichols to get their input. Once we have a recommendation, we will place the item on your agenda for consideration.

LIBRARY – The new Library Director, Karen Ellis, will begin work on December 13th. 

MALLARD PARK SUBDIVISION – I visited with Mr. John Biggar this morning about the concerns of the residents around the pond in the Mallard Park subdivision and the letter David Simons sent to him. He advised it was too wet to plant grass and repair the items noted. He is willing to install a fence around the pond. I asked him to respond in writing so that I could copy Council. I felt you might get calls on the issue.

MARKETING PROPOSALS – I included two marketing proposals in your reports folder for your review. John Nelson, Shanta Kuhl, Johnny Sanford, Larry Robbins and I reviewed the proposals and agreed The Perkins Group had the best proposal. The TEDC and the Chamber budgeted $20,000 each for marketing Taylor. The TISD advised they were running short in their revenue estimates for this fiscal year. As you can see, the proposals are for approximately $60,000. I would like to place this on the next agenda for Council to consider funds for the marketing plan.   

MEXICAN FOOD RESTAURANT – I have been visiting with an area Mexican Restaurant for location in Taylor. I will update you as I get information.

NORTH DRIVE – We issued a notice to proceed on North Drive but the contractor has not started. David will be sending him a letter requesting a schedule, which will include a start date. As you are probably aware, the same contractor on Howard received the North Drive contract.

OLD HEB STORE – As you have probably seen, HEB is removing the gasoline station and tanks from in front of the building. I think they are preparing it for sale.

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – TxDOT is still reviewing the plans. 

OLD WAL-MART STORE – It appears a developer has a contract to purchase the store. At this time, I do not have any further information.

TRADE AREA – FH&R completed the surveys. I am trying to clarify the meaning of some of the information they provided. I will send out a memo after I get clarification.
