A PROCLAMATION DESIGNATING SEPTEMBER 11TH  AS 
TEXAS FIRST RESPONDERS DAY
WHEREAS, the United States Congress through Public Law 107-89 has designated September 11th of each year as Patriot Day; and 

WHEREAS, the 78th Legislature passed House Bill 9 in 2003; and

WHEREAS, by Executive Order RP28 Governor Perry signed into law House Bill 9 establishing each September 11th as Texas First Responders Day in honor of the bravery, courage, and determination of Texas men and women who assist others in emergencies; and

WHEREAS, all disciplines of first responders from rural, suburban, and urban areas of Texas have trained and collaborated to ensure a seamless response to any event thereby making this region much safer;

THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS proclaims 
September 11th as Texas First Responders Day 
in recognition of the exemplary cooperation and collaboration among this region’s first responders resulting in a region better prepared for any catastrophic event.
