PUBLIC HEARING & INTRODUCE ORDINANCE NO. 2003-39 – ZONING CHANGE REQUEST FOR CORNER OF DOAK STREET AND WEST PECAN STREET

Mayor Hill opened the public hearing.  Community Development Director Bob van Til stated that the Planning and Zoning Commission recommends denial of a zoning change request submitted by Veronica Chandler for owner Medina Salome on property described as Doak Addition, Block 37, Lot 5, approximately 0.15 acres (corner of Doak Street and West Pecan Street) from Single Family (R-1) to Manufactured Homes (R1-MH) district.  Mr. Salome’s son-in-law described the circumstances for this zoning change request.  Mr. Salome purchased this lot at a tax sale and did not check the zoning restrictions before the purchase and now he wants to place a used manufactured home on this property to serve as his home.  Mayor Hill closed the public hearing.

Council member Gonzales made a motion to not introduce ordinance No. 2003-39.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Maruska.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

PUBLIC HEARING & INTRODUCE ORDINANCE NO. 2003-40 – ZONING CHANGE REQUEST FOR 4500 NORTH MAIN STREET

Mayor Hill opened the public hearing.  Community Development Director Bob van Til stated that the Planning and Zoning Commission recommends approval of a zoning change request submitted by Isaac Bills for property described as J. Pharrass Survey, 6.0 acres from single family (R-1) district to general business (B-2) district (4500 North Main Street).  Realtor Bo Brasfield stated that Mr. Bills property fronts on State Highway 95 and the best use of the property would be to zone as general business.  Mayor Hill closed the public hearing.  City Attorney Ted Hejl read the caption to introduce Ordinance No. 2003-40.

PUBLIC HEARING & INTRODUCE ORDINANCE NO. 2003-44 – ZONING CHANGE REQUEST FOR 15.695 ACRES ON MALLARD LANE

Mayor Hill opened the public hearing.  Community Development Director Bob van Til stated that the Planning and Zoning Commission recommends approval of a zoning change request submitted by First Baptist Church for property described as W. J. Baker Survey, Abstract 65 on Mallard Lane, approximately 15.695 acre tract from rural/agriculture (R/A) district to local business district (B-1) district.  No citizens spoke.  Mayor Hill closed the public hearing.  City Attorney Ted Hejl read the caption to introduce Ordinance No. 2003-44.

NEW AIRPORT HANGAR PROPOSAL

Mr. Ray Gill presented a letter proposal to build either 40 T-hangars or a combination of T hangars and asking Council for approval to complete his due diligence (financing, cost estimations, etc.) on hangar construction. LANDSCAPE ORDINANCE AMENDMENT – INTRODUCE ORDINANCE NO. 2003-37

Community Development Director Bob van Til stated that the purpose of this amendment is to add an exemption to the landscape ordinance for agriculturally used or zoned property.  Nursery owner Nolan Werchan said he needed to cut down every other pecan tree in his orchard because where the trees touch they don’t produce a crop and the current landscape ordinance does not allow him to do that.  City Attorney Ted Hejl read the caption to introduce Ordinance No. 2003-37.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING LANDSCAPE ORDINANCE NO. 2001-13 ADOPTED ON APRIL 24, 2001 BY CHANGING SECTION 2, SCOPE, ADDING EXEMPTIONS FOR PROPERTY USED FOR AGRICULTURAL PURPOSES OR ZONED “RURAL/AGRICULTURE”

WAIVE IMPACT FEES FOR COVERED ARENA

Community Development Director Bob van Til presented a request from Williamson County asking the City to waive the approximately $9,563.00 in impact fees for the covered arena that the County is building in the new Eastern Williamson County park.  The County will be tying onto city water where impact fees will apply.  Council member Mikeska said he felt that $9,563 was not a lot of money for the County and he was going to vote against waiving the impact fees.

Mayor Pro Tem Maruska made a motion to waive the $9,563 impact fees for the County as presented.  Second by Council member McDonald.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Council member Mikeska voted NO.  Motion Passed.

ADVANCED FUNDING AGREEMENT WITH TXDOT FOR IMPROVEMENTS AT FM 397 AND STATE HIGHWAY 95 – RESOLUTION NO. R03-34

A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Maruska and seconded by Council member Gonzales to approve Resolution No. R03-34 “Local Transportation Project Advance Funding Agreement” for the State to undertake and complete highway improvements generally described as adding a left turn lane on FM 397 and deceleration lanes on State Highway 95 in the City of Taylor.  This agreement will allow the city to collect funds necessary for highway improvements from HEB and Wal-Mart and pass them through to TxDOT.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

WILLIAMSON COUNTY APPRAISAL DISTRICT BOARD APPOINTMENTS – RESOLUTION NO. R03-35

Mayor Hill recused himself and did not participate in the discussion or vote on this item.  Mayor Pro Tem Maruska presided.  Council member Gonzales made a motion to approve Resolution No. R03-35 casting 35 votes for Leslie Hill for the Williamson County Appraisal District Board of Directors.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

Mayor Hill returned to the meeting.
