	DESCRIPTION/JUSTIFICATION:

Impact Fees:

We have received an updated proposal from Rimrock Consulting.  The budget needed to update the Water and Wastewater Impact Fees and create Roadway Impact Fees is $25,000.  We will bring a contract to the Council for consideration.  For the Water and Wastewater Impact Fees, we will need to know the CIP plan for utilities.

Meter Reading:

As presented at a prior meeting: the cost to proceed with handheld units, software, training, (2) EZ-GO carts, 250 drive-by meters, and the drive-by radio computer system to read the new meters is $70,000.

A new option: for the same equipment as above, but with a total of 500 drive-by meters, the cost is $95,000.  This new option is attractive in terms of unit costs for each meter.  Each drive-by meter would cost about $160/each, or $40,000 for 250 meters.

Murphy Elevated Tank:

We have received a contract to begin the process of recoating Murphy Elevated Tank (still at $200,000), but would like to evaluate our options further before committing to the recoating.  

We will investigate the possibility of different tank options and their impacts on the system before moving forward with such a large maintenance expenditure on an old tank.

FINANCIAL/BUDGET:

The Impact Fee update will be funded by Impact Fees collected to date.  The meter reading could be funded from the 2003 C.O. Issue, the Utility Fund, or a future C.O. Issue.
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
