4. Jaycees request to use Murphy Park for 2004 season.  (Trey Keith) This is the annual request of the Jaycees to use Murphy Park. I have not visited with Trey, but I wonder if they plan to move to the new arena when it is complete.

5. Resolution No. R04-4 – TEDC transfer 3 acres of Zizinia tract to City (Frank) The TEDC will be purchasing the 15-acres from Zizinia/Prewitt next week. They will then transfer 12+ acres to ERCOT. The remaining three (3) acres will be used for construction of the street and drainage improvements. I f approved, Council would be accepting the three acres from TEDC for public infrastructure improvements.

6. Reappointment of Judge Randall Pick. The two-year appointment of Judge Pick is the 23rd of this month. If Council takes no action. His appointment will automatically extend for another two years. If you want to conduct an executive session to discuss the position or reappointment you may do that also. If you want to evaluate the Judge, we can supply evaluation forms.

7. Ordinance No. 2004-3 – Budget Amendment (Charles) This will be the first budget amendment for the 2003-2004 fiscal year.

8. Citizen requirement for board appointments. (Bob) Bob is requesting that Council consider removal of the U.S. citizen requirement from the Boards and Commissions Handbook.

9. Discuss projects and funds for Williamson County “Urban County” program. (Casey) Leo Wood is asking that the City prioritize projects to be presented to the County Commissioners for the next five-year funding cycle. Casey will have information for you to consider by Tuesday night.

CITY MANAGER REPORT – January 23, 2004

CENTRAL TEXAS AIRPORT – Commissioner Limmer, Ted Hejl, Bob Van Til and I met Thursday with Linda Howard from TxDOT Aviation. We had a very good discussion about the Central Texas Airport. We feel it is very important that we attend the meeting in Hutto on Tuesday night. 

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – The next meeting is scheduled for Monday night, January 26th at Northside Elementary. We posted the agenda for Council to meeting just in case a quorum is present, so you are welcome to attend and participate.

HOWARD, NORTH DRIVE & SLOAN STREET – Casey advises that we should bid Howard Street next week. Casey has met with the engineer on North Drive and final design should occur in February. Sloan Street is being designed.

OLD THORNDALE ROAD & EAST 3RD STREET BRIDGES – The bridge construction crews are working on the new bridges. 

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – Casey met with Gould Evans on Friday, January 9th. They did not bring a final set of plans for review. 

PARK RESTROOMS – Casey met with Komatsu Architecture today to discuss the design of the park restrooms.

PARKS PLAN – The public meeting for the Master Park Plan Committee was held on January 20th at Northside Elementary. We had good attendance and participation. 

SOUTHWEST MILAM WATER SUPPLY CORPORATION – The word around town is that the City has been offered water from Southwest Milan WSC. I visited with Kip Worley, President of the Southwest Milam WSC, on Friday morning. They have not discussed selling water to Taylor at a Board meeting. They have a Board meeting scheduled for Monday night at 6:00 p.m. to discuss water with Layne Christianson Water Texas group. Mr. Worley invited us to attend and so Casey will attend the meeting.  

TAX ABATEMENT POLICY – Bob and I met on the policies and hope to have a proposal to Council within the month for consideration. 

TRUCK ROUTE – Since our meeting with TxDOT to discuss Chief Straub’s concerns, we have not heard from TxDOT.
