CONSIDER AWARDING BID AND AUTHORIZING CONTRACT FOR WATER TANK REHABILITATION PROJECT

David Simons, Interim Director of Engineering, presented a recommendation to award the bid for the rehabilitation of the Mallard and Murphy Park Tanks.  Bids were opened on December 15 and the low bid was for $200,000 from Williams Painting and Sandblasting Company of Tyler, Texas.  Exact colors and art design for the tanks still need to be determined.  Mayor Pro Tem McDonald made a motion to award the bid and authorize the contract with Williams Painting and Sandblasting Company as presented.  Council member Gonzales seconded the motion.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Motion passed.
CONSIDER REAL ESTATE CONTRACT FOR SALE OF 1.744 ACRES OF LAND

Bids were opened on December 8 and three bids were considered from Crosswell-Greenwood, Cedarwood Development, and SCC Texas Group.  Mayor Pro Tem McDonald and Council member Jez expressed concern for landscaping and the rear appearance of any building facing the park.  It was agreed that this concern could be addressed in the contract as well as low level lighting.  Based on planned use as well as bid price, council discussion resulted in a motion by Mayor Pro Tem McDonald to award the bid to Cedarwood Development for a CVS Pharmacy with landscape and lighting concerns appropriately addressed in the final contract.  Council member Jez seconded the motion.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Motion passed.
