1. Approve Minutes of December 9, 2004 and December 28, 2004. (Susan) 

2. Concur with financials for November 2004.  (Jon-Etta)
REGULAR AGENDA – REVIEW/DISCUSS & CONSIDER/ACTION:

3. Proclamation in honor of “HEB Celebration 100” Day.  (Mayor) The Mayor presented this proclamation to HEB last Friday at their celebration party.

4. Consider honoring Dr. Martin Luther King with a street name. (Mayor) Rev. Green is asking the Council to consider honoring Dr. Martin Luther King by placing honorary street signs above the current Walnut street signs. He is not asking to rename the street, which would change all the addresses.  

5. Consider disposition of structure at the original swimming pool in Murphy Park. (Frank) Back in April of last year, the City Council asked the Master Parks Planning committee to make a recommendation on the future use of the old bathhouse at Murphy Park. On December 13th of last year, as the committee was preparing to make a final recommendation on the Master Parks Plan, I met with them and ask for a recommendation on the building. The committee recommended removal of the building but to leave the slab and old pool until possible future uses could be considered. On December 14th, I asked the Facilities review Committee for a recommendation on the building. They also recommended removal of the old structure as soon as possible.

6. Consider joint marketing proposal between TEDC, Chamber of Commerce and City.  (Shanta) Last year, we accepted proposals from five marketing firms to present ideas to market Taylor. A committee was formed to review the proposals. The committee was made up of John, Shanta, Johnny Sanford, Larry Robbins and myself. The committee recommended hiring the Perkins Group. In the interim, the TEDC Board and the Chamber Board have authorized $20,000 each for the marketing effort. We are asking the Council to also authorize $20,000 toward the effort for this year. 

7. Consider Resolution 2005-01 A Guarantee by the TEDC for a Loan to Skyvue USA East Central Texas, Inc. (John) The TEDC Board has agreed to guarantee a loan to SkyVue in the amount of $100,000.00. The bank is asking that the City Council adopt a resolution authorizing the loan guarantee. 

8. Public Hearing and Introduce Ordinance 2004-26, Rezoning of 6.4 acres from R/A to B1 on Carlos Parker Blvd.  (Bob) The Lannen’s and Cottle’s have asked that the property inside the curve at the northwest loop (Carlos G. Parker Blvd.) be zoned B-1 from R/A.

9. Public Hearing on Comprehensive Plan Planning Grant – Close out (Bob) ORCA (Office of Rural and Community Affairs) requires a public hearing to closeout the grant for the comprehensive plan.

10. Adoption of Ordinance 2004-27 Comprehensive Plan. (Bob) If adopted, this completes the comprehensive plan update. 

11. Consider contract amendment with the Williamson County and Cities Health District. (Charles) The WCCHD is asking the Council to approve this contract amendment. The WCCHD was formed years ago under a cooperative agreement with Williamson County, Taylor, Round Rock, Cedar Park and Georgetown. Up until September of last year, physicians assisting the WCCHD were protected under the Texas Department of Health liability insurance umbrella. After September, TDH advised they were no longer able to provide the coverage. WCCHD tried to get liability coverage but no insurance company will write the policy. The new agreement calls for the WCCHD to be self insured with the four cities and the county providing the self-insurance coverage. This is a complicated issue and I have asked Ted to review the agreement and look into the Texas Tort Claims limits of liability for Council information.

12. Consider awarding lease for cemetery property. (Frank) Annually we receive bids on the lease of farmland adjacent to the cemetery. We received one bid from Mr. Richter for $901.00 per year. Mr. Galnor, a past lessee, did not want to bid for a term less than five years.  

13. Consider awarding bid and authorizing contract for Utility Bill Printing Services. (Jon-Etta) We received bids on the new utility bill printing service and Cen-Tex Mailing Service on west 2nd street was the low bidder. This bid will also include mailing a monthly newsletter. According to John Nelson, the TEDC will not be sending out a joint monthly newsletter with the City. 

14. Sanitary Sewer System Evaluation Study Update. (Bill) Staff will be presenting the film on the sanitary sewer in the area of First and Main Streets. This is the area identified by the smoke testing that a cross-connection was occurring, which allows storm water to enter the sanitary sewer system.

CITY MANAGER REPORTS – January 10, 2005

AGENDA – Charles has made some improvements with the agenda items. You will now have a transmittal cover letter on every item on the agenda. Since we are requiring all agenda items to have a transmittal cover letter, Charles and I feel the information that I provide you with my agenda item report is redundant. Please review the transmittal letters and my agenda report, if you agree it is redundant, I will only provide a reports section in the future.

CEDARWOOD DEVELOPMENT – The Mayor signed the earnest money contract last week with Cedarwood Development for the Sportsman Field corner at Main and West Lake Drive. Ted drafted an Interlocal agreement between the TISD and the City of Taylor. David Krueger advised he would take it to the Board in February. Shorty Mitchell has reviewed the agreement and advised to move forward with his approval.

CITY HALL ANNEX – We are moving forward with the improvements to the City Hall Annex. We are currently planning to relocate Municipal Court sometime in February. Jon Etta is currently reviewing applications for the Accounting manager position. This person will oversee utility billing. We will relocate Utility Billing as soon as this person is hired and trained.

FIRE STATION – Komatsu met with staff last week and presented drawings of the new building. 

GARDENS OF TAYLOR – Mr. Don Youngs met with Bob and I last week and discussed the possibilities of the construction of a thirty-six-unit elderly apartment complex. There would be duplex and triplex units with a community meeting room. The development would serve seniors over 55 years of age. He currently wishes to build it next to the new apartments on Sloan Street. I have some information and photographs if you would like to see what it would look like. He is asking Council to adopt a resolution of support. This could possibly be on the January 25th Council meeting.

HELICOPTER ACADEMY – I have enclosed for your review an e-mail from Mr. Don Quick. The e-mail asks for interest in a possible helicopter-training academy. Please review the e-mail and let me know your thoughts.

HIGHWAY 95 & FM 397 – We received funds from Wal-Mart for the improvements to Hwy. 95 and Carlos G. Parker Blvd. We delivered the funds to TxDOT last Friday.

HOWARD STREET – The current contract runs through the last week of February. They will probably be asking for weather days, which could move the schedule into March for completion.

HUTTO WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENT – Mel Yantis called and they still have concerns about the impact fee calculation in the amended agreement. We will be meeting with them to try to iron out the problem.

INFLOW/INFILTRATION – This item is on the agenda.

LIBRARY – Komatsu presented the updated plans to staff last week. Karen Ellis, the new Library Director, asked for some time to review the plans and comment. We have surveyed for the additional 15 feet needed for the new library. Ted will be drafting the deed and I will submit it to the TISD Board for approval. I have approved a contract for the removal of the asbestos in the old Taylor Library. Some of the asbestos in located in the roofing material. With the roofing material removed, the structure will leak and comments might be made prior to demolition. After the removal, we will be bidding the demolition of the existing structure.

MARKETING PROPOSALS – This item is on the agenda.

MURPHY PARK BATH HOUSE – This item is on the agenda.

NORTH DRIVE – We have asked the contractor for a schedule on this project and have not received a response.

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – TxDOT is still reviewing and commenting on the plans. 

SCC DEVELOPMENT OF TEXAS – We have received the plans for the construction of the Walgreens store at Main and East Lake Drive. 

YANCEY-HAUSMAN DEVELOPMENT- Tom Pagel met with Bob last Friday to discuss their plans for the two, middle out-parcels in front of Wal-Mart. They should be submitting drawings in the near future.
