Attached is the preliminary Parks, Recreation, and Open Space Master Plan for the city of Taylor. This is being sent to you in advance of the January 25th, 2005 City Council meeting. 

A public hearing on the plan is scheduled for the January 25th City Council meeting. During that same meeting, the Council will be asked to act on a resolution adopting the plan

The “parks plan” is part of the overall comprehensive plan. The plan is being prepared by planners from Carter and Burgess, Inc., a consulting firm from Fort Worth. This portion of the comprehensive plan is not part of the planning grant secured from the Office of Rural and Community Affairs (ORCA). 

The Parks, Recreation, and Open Space Master Plan is also being prepared in anticipation of submitting applications to the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department for indoor and outdoor facilities grants.

The Planning and Zoning Commission will conduct a public hearing on the plan during their meeting on January 11th. The Commission is expected to provide a recommendation to the Council during that meeting or during a meeting shortly thereafter.
