ORDINANCE NO. 2003-9

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, AMENDING ZONING ORDINANCE NO. 2001-17, CHAPTER 3, ZONING DISTRICT USE REGULATIONS; SECTION 3.2, ZONING DISTRICT USE TABLES; TABLE 3.10, “AUTOMOTIVE AND RELATED USES”


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Taylor, Texas, passed Ordinance 2001-17 creating and establishing a Zoning Ordinance for the City of Taylor, Texas; and


WHEREAS, the City Council is considering an amendment to Chapter 3, Zoning District Use Regulations, Section 3.2, Zoning District Use Tables; Table 3.10; “Automotive and Related Uses.”


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR:

1.0
All of the facts recited in the preamble to this Ordinance are hereby found by the City Council to be true and correct and are incorporated by reference herein and expressly made a part hereof, as if copied herein verbatim.

2.0 That after a public hearing held by the Planning and Zoning Commission on February 11, 2003, the Planning and Zoning Commission denied this request.  The City Council held a public hearing on April 10, 2003 for the purpose of considering an amendment to Chapter 3, Zoning District Use Regulations, Section 3.2, Zoning District Use Tables, Table 3.10 “Automotive and Related Uses” (Exhibit A), Zoning Ordinance No. 2001-17 is hereby amended by requiring a specific use permit in the Local Business District (B-1) zoning district for:

1. Auto accessory installation, minor

2. Auto repair, major

3. Auto repair, minor

4. New and used auto sales

5. Used auto sales

3.0
All other provisions of Zoning Ordinance No. 2001-17 of the City of Taylor, Texas, shall remain in full force and effect.

In accordance with Article 8 of the City Charter, this Ordinance was introduced before the City Council of the City of Taylor on the 10th day of April, 2003.
